Pyoung Kim — Santa Monica High School

Student Board Member Kim reported that the Samohi musical RENT
opens tomorrow at 7:00pm in Barnum Hall. The House for House
fundraiser, in conjunction with Habitat for Humanity, is raising funds for
victims in Haiti. School tours, which began on February 16, are an
opportunity for students and parents to learn more about the campus; the
tours are being guided by ASB students. Ms. Kim announced that the
dedication of the new organ in Barnum Hall will be on March 8, and the
school wide Open House will be the following evening. On March 5,
Randy Bresnick, Samohi alum and astronaut, will being sharing his
experience with NASA and in space with Samohi students and staff.
March will be a busy month at Samohi with International Week, a UCLA
blood drive, Club Day, ultimate dodge ball competitions, and STD
presentations to classrooms. Team sports have been doing well: all
winter sports are in playoffs, boys’ basketball won their first game in CIF
last night, girls’ basketball plays tonight, boys’ and girls’ soccer play
tomorrow, and the cheer squad placed 14/50 in the national competition
in Florida. Spring sports are about to get underway, including boys’ and
girls’ swimming, track and field, as well as boys’ golf, volleyball, tennis,
and baseball. Ms. Kim thanked board members who attend the games.
She ended her report by announcing that the Santa Monica Police
Department and Fire Department will be squaring off in a baseball game
on March 12.

Student Board Member Yeskel reported that there have been many
activities at Olympic over the past few weeks. The Drum class has had
two guest artists: world-renowned drummer Sergio Gonzalez and Kevin
Picard from American ldol. The Career Exploration class, taught by mr.
Suminski, allows student to explore different career options, hear from
guest speakers, and gain hands-on experience in construction and
building skills. The class recently received a $1,000 grant from the Santa
Monica Rotary. Alex Reyes from the Pasadena campus of Le Cordon
Bleu came and shared information about the culinary school and its
degrees. The Westside Family Clinic hosted the second month of proving
services for Olympic students. On February 17 and 18, counselors from
Samohi visited Olympic to receive more information about the
continuation school. They also took a tour of the campus. Thanks to
support from the Education Foundation, the Dance class, taught by
Robert Gilliam, is in its second week. The Criminal Justice class is in its
third week of a ten-week intensive on criminal justice and the law system,
taught by third-year law student Andrew Brady. The class recently heard
from SMPD jail manger and former successful Olympic graduate Jennifer
Estrada. The student council held a Valentine’s Day brunch on Friday,
February 12. The students are currently hard at work on a Spirit Week
and fundraiser. On Monday, February 22, Dr. Terrance Roberts, an
original members of the Little Rock 9 will be visiting Olympic to share his
experiences as part of the first African American students to integrate
public school in the United States. He is also a winner of the
Congressional Medal of Honor, which was awarded to him in 1999.

B. SMMCTA Update — Mr. Harry Keiley (5)

Mr. Keiley reported that the union has been meeting with teachers during the
last week and will also meet tomorrow at JAMS and Malibu HS and
Wednesday at Lincoln MS to go over the TA and answer members’
guestions. Mr. Keiley said that teachers realize the importance of trying to
work together to minimize the impact on our schools. He said the uncertainty
and anxiety he feels among the members is related to the last year and half
and larger class sizes. They fear it is going to start to affect achievement.

He commented that the magnitude of the cuts from state funding is so severe
that it is compromising the quality of schools. He commended the community
members who have already put in so many hours for the school funding
measure in May. Passing this parcel tax represents an investment in our
schools and ultimately in our communities. SMMCTA headquarters will be
used as the campaign headquarters. On March 4, as education coalition
across the state will take actions to try to raise the public’s awareness
regarding what is happening to public schools. SMMCTA will be distributing
symbolic bracelets that represent standing up for schools and students. Mr.
Keiley mentioned the ninety-two potential layoffs listed on agenda. He said
some retirements and natural attrition will help to reduce that number. He
commented that he does not envy the board in the decisions they have to
make, but looks forward to working with them.

C. S.E.lLU. Update — Ms. Keryl Cartee-McNeely (5)

Ms. Cartee-McNeely reported that SEIU, Local 99 membership ratified the
tentative agreement by a majority vote yesterday evening. Members have
been informed of this, as well as the fact that the Board of Education is
scheduled to ratify the agreements at its March 4 board meeting. Following
board ratification, SEIU and staff will meet to discuss the details of the
furlough days. SEIU stands in solidarity with SMMCTA. Many union
members are struggling to make ends meet during these difficult financial
times. In order to provide members with assistance, SEIU is providing some
services such as free tax prep services and workshops for job placement
assistance. SEIU Local 99 recently joined others to help victims of the Haiti
earthquake. $7,500 dollars was raised and over 1,200 SEIU healthcare
professionals have travelled to Haiti to lend assistance. Ms. Cartee-McNeely
closed her report in memory of Richard Lohmeyer, who was hired by
SMMUSD in 1973 and who recently passed away. He was well-liked by his
co-workers and showed a great deal of dedication to the district. Dr. Escarce
offered the board’s condolences to the Lohmeyer family. He thanked
classified employees for sacrifices they are making for the budget.

D. PTA Council — Shari Davis (5)

Ms. Davis reported that families continue to build support for the school
funding measure campaign. Regarding Item No. A.28, PTA is concerned
about the negative impact these reductions will have on students. She said
the list makes the reality of the budget crisis very present. PTA plans to
stand in unity with teachers on March 4 and proudly wear the unity bracelets.
Lisa Balfus and Kathy Wisnicki continue to keep the PTA Council up to date
on the progress of the Strategic Plan process. The PTA Special Ed
committee is planning for the spring forum, which will be held ni Malibu on
April 24. The next full PTA Council meeting will be held on March 16 at
11:00am in Malibu. The CA State PTA recently took bold actions in response
to the funding crisis — they will support a measure (that is not yet qualified for
the ballot) to reduce the threshold needed to pass a parcel tax from 66% to
55%. Ms. Davis announced that PTA is a plaintiff in a class action law suit
against California for failing to provide sufficient funds to school districts.

SUPERINTENDENT'S REPORT (5)

Superintendent Cuneo thanked SEIU and SMMCTA for their commitment and
dedication and for making sacrifices in order to help balance the district’'s budget. He
appreciated SEIU’s fast ratification of their tentative agreement and is looking
forward to SMMCTA's ratification of their tentative agreement.

In addition to the budget presentation series made to the pathways and staff, the
superintendent and Ms. Maez also presented budget information to DELAC parents
last night. Seventy-five parents attended the meeting. Mr. Cuneo said the
presentation, which was projected in Spanish to the mostly Spanish-speaking
audience, helped the parents better understand the implications of the budget crisis
on staffing and programs for their children. He explained how they can help solve
budget problems locally. Dr. Escarce, who attended the presentation, said the
DELAC community might have concerns and priorities that differ from English-
speaking parents, such as class sizes in elementary schools. He urged staff and
liaisons to reach out and get the priorities from that specific community.

Mr. Cuneo announced he will be holding a Coffee with the Superintendent for
members of the local media to receive a briefing on the 2010-11 budget, the
Strategic Plan, and the upcoming school funding measure.

The Superintendent proudly announced that Will Rogers Elementary School is a
recipient of the 2010 Title | Academic Achievement Award. The school will be
recognized next month by State Superintendent Jack O’Connell. Mr. Cnueo thanked
the staff and teachers for their hard work. Ms. Leon-Vazquez added that the
accomplishments of that school are the result of last two years under the leadership
of the late Irma Lyons. She said she hopes the district and site staff will continue to
work together to build on Ms. Lyons’s hard work.

PREVENTION OF VISUAL IMPAIRMENT AND PROMOTION OF ACADEMIC
DEVELOPMENT AMONG SCHOOL-AGED CHILDREN IN THE SANTA
MONICA-MALIBU UNIFIED SCHOOL DISRICT

RECOMMENDATION NO. A.19

It is recommended that the Board of Education approve a research partnership with the
University of California for Los Angeles (UCLA) Jules Stein Eye Institute and School of Public
Health to support a project to at Will Rogers Learning Community. UCLA would like to work
with a team from Will Rogers to develop and implement an intervention to increase the use of
eyeglasses and eye patches in order to prevent visual impairment among school-aged children.

COMMENTS: The purpose of the project is develop and implement an intervention in the Will

Rogers Elementary School to help increase the use of eyeglasses and eye
patches that function as a prevention to visual impairment.

The project goal is to pilot-test an intervention that seeks to increase the use of
eyeglasses or eye patches for children with vision impairment.

The project will establish a community advisory board consisting of nurses,
teachers, parents, and researchers. The community advisory board will use
findings from five community focus groups (i.e. nurses, teachers, and parents)
seeking to understand why children do or do not wear their eyeglasses or eye
patches.

Benefits to the school(s) or the district:

Good vision is critical to academic development among school-aged children.
This type of intervention is needed because some types of visual impairment in
children are avoidable with the use of eyeglasses and eye patches.

Analyses of UCLA Mobile Eye Clinic (MEC) data showed that many children,
especially African American and Latino children, in Southern California including
the Santa Monica-Malibu Unified School District do not have or use needed
eyeglasses for refractive errors and amblyopia.

Among the 2,286 first-graders who were examined in the Santa Monica-Malibu
Unified School District between the 2000-2001 and 2005-2006 academic years,
210 (9.2%) had refractive errors that required the use of eyeglasses during the
MEC eye exam. Among these 210 children, 172 (81.9%) did not have
eyeglasses at the time of the MEC eye exam. Approximately 94.4% of African
American children who needed eyeglasses for refractive errors did not have
them, followed by 85.8% of Latino children, 75% of Asian/Pacific Islander, and
70.5% of non-Hispanic white children.

In the Will Rogers Learning Community approximately 87.5% of the first-graders
who needed eyeglasses for refractive errors did not have them between 2000
and 2006. The rates of uncorrected refractive error (i.e. not having needed
eyeglasses) were 100% in Black and Asian children, 92.3% in Latino, and 63.6%
in White children. In addition, approximately 66.7% of first-graders with
amblyopia, i.e. lazy eye (including 100% of African American children with
amblyopia) were previously undiagnosed or were not receiving treatment (such
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as eye patching) at the time of the UCLA MEC eye exam between the 2000-2001
and 2005-2006 academic years.

Research has shown that more than half of amblyopic children do not comply
with their vision care recommendations including eye patching (Source:
Newsham D. Parental non-concordance with occlusion therapy. British Journal
of Ophthalmology, 2000).

Reasons for the lack of treatment for vision problems are multiple. Factors
include low socioeconomic status (SES), lack of vision screening in the office of
the pediatrician, poor parental education and understanding of the condition,
limited English proficiency, peer bullying due to wearing correction, and cultural
perceptions towards the treatment of vision problems. Our proposed study will
help understand what some of the reasons for the lack of treatment may be and
develop an intervention to increase the use of eyeglasses and eye patches.

The program is designed to minimize interruptions and demands upon the time of
students and staff. There are no budgetary implications connected to this
proposal. Student Services staff will provide in-kind support.

NON-FRATERNIZATION WITH STUDENTS

The relationship between the school employee and the student should be one of professional
cooperation and respect. All employees, whether certificated or classified, have a responsibility
to set boundaries and conduct themselves in a manner that will maintain an atmosphere that is
conducive to learning.

It is the policy of the Board of Education to prohibit any type of close personal relationship
between a school employee and a student that may reasonably be perceived as unprofessional,
including, but not limited to the perception of a dating relationship. School employees shall not
entertain students, socialize with students, or spend an excess amount of time with students in
such a manner as to reasonably create the impression to district staff, other students, their
parents/guardians, or the public that an unprofessional relationship exists.

It is also the policy of the Board to prohibit any type of sexual relationship, sexual contact, or
sexually-nuanced behavior between a school employee and an enrolled student without regard
to the student's age. This includes internet chat rooms, social networking sites such as
"Facebook" or similar web sites, cell phones, and all other forms of electronic or other types of
communication. This prohibition applies to students of the same or opposite sex of the school
employee. It also applies regardless of whether the student or the school employee initiated the
sexual behavior, and whether or not the student welcomes the sexual behavior and/or
reciprocates the attention.

The district shall promptly investigate all reasonable allegations of prohibited staff/student
relationships. The district shall utilize the investigation procedures followed for complaints of
sexual harassment within the district, as referenced below.

INTERDISTRICT ATTENDANCE

A. Although students generally must attend school in the district and school where their
residence has been established, the Santa Monica-Malibu School District Governing Board
recognizes justifiable reasons for interdistrict permits. Upon request, the Superintendent or
designee may accept students from other districts and may allow students who live within
the District to transfer to another school within the District or out of the District.

Beginning with the 2005-06 school year permits will be issued on a year-to-year basis.
Parents must reapply and be accepted for continued attendance each year. Students
enrolled prior to the 2005-06 school year on a PERT or DERT permit will not be affected by
this change.

Involuntary loss of housing resulting from: apartments being removed from the rental market
(Ellis Act), buildings being red-tagged, or evictions to accommodate owner-occupancy
should not interfere with a child completing his/her education in the Santa Monica-Malibu
Unified School District. The permit office will require the applicant to obtain verification from
the Rent Control Department or other appropriate legal agency. These students will be
allowed to remain in their schools for the remainder of the year in which their housing has
been lost. In addition, they will be allowed to remain in SMMUSD as permit students in
subsequent years provided they meet all the conditions of students attending SMMUSD on
permit, and they reapply annually. The Ellis Act allows California apartment owners to evict
tenants if the landlords intend to withdraw their units from the rental market.

SMMUSD students in good standing who were residents of Santa Monica or Malibu during
the 2001-2002 school year, and subsequently move to another city, will be allowed to
remain in the Santa Monica-Malibu School district as permit students, upon receiving a
permit from their district of residence and meeting all the conditions of students attending
Santa Monica-Malibu Unified School District on a permit.

B. Permits of this type are to be initiated by the student's parent or guardian who attests to the
fact or shows evidence that the permit would be in the student's best interests. Cancellation
of the permit shall occur if certain provisions are not adhered to by the student or
parent/guardian, or if overcrowding should occur at the school of acceptance.

C. The Board is committed to providing a quality education for all District students legally
enrolled and will provide fair and consistent treatment for students and parent/guardians
regardless of their residence or permit status. All applications for a permit will be treated in a
fair and consistent manner.

D. Final approval of permits for all students, including students needing specialized programs,
such as GATE, special education, ELL, etc., shall rest at the District and shall be contingent
upon space, budget and staff availability. The District will not pay excess costs to provide
specialized services to students on permit.

E. Except for the conditions listed below, effective September 2002, there will be a moratorium
on the receipt of all new interdistrict attendance permits for schools in the Santa Monica-
Malibu Unified School District. This moratorium shall continue through the 2009-10 2010-11
school year with the following exceptions:

1. The District will accept applications for interdistrict permits to attend schools in the City
of Santa Monica for grades K through 6 in order to stabilize the current number of
interdistrict permit students in the District. Permits will be granted per the language of
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section D above. Regarding interdistrict permit applications for children of SMMUSD
employees, please refer to section F2.

2. Requests for new interdistrict permits will be accepted for all schools in the City of
Malibu. Permits will be granted per the language of section D. above.

3. No permits will be granted to attend Olympic High School.

4. The total number of all new interdistrict permits that will be accepted and approved for
the 2009-10 2010-11 school year will not exceed 200 for the District. Permits will be
granted per the language of section D. above.

5. All students currently attending on an interdistrict permit will be allowed to remain in the
District until they leave or graduate, assuming that they: reapply for a permit annually
and comply with all the application requirements; uphold appropriate standards of
behavior, attendance, and academic effort, and that the conditions under which the
current permit was granted have not changed.

6. Guidelines previously applied to SMASH, Edison, including the immersion program
through Grade 8, and our preschools will remain in effect.

F. Requests for new permits will be received (granted) in the following order (Based on the
timelines identified in Administrative Regulations 5117):

1. Intradistrict permits allowing children who are residents of the cities of Santa Monica
and/or Malibu to attend a school other than their neighborhood school;

e |tis the intention of the District to provide same-school placement for all siblings in a
family once an intradistrict permit has been granted, except in cases where students
need a specialized program which is only available on another campus.

2. Interdistrict permits for children of employees of the Santa Monica-Malibu Unified School
District [certificated, classified, management, full and part-time (a minimum of 15 hours
per week)];

¢ ltis the intention of the District to provide a seat in a District school (K-12) to all
children of District employees who have requested a new interdistrict permit, with the
understanding that Section D will be considered. Staff will do its best to
accommaodate requests for a specific school but will not guarantee requested
placement. On-going permit holders are not affected and will continue in the home
school being currently attended.

3. If space, staffing and budget permit, for those students “in good standing” who have
been attending school/s within SMMUSD as a resident of the District, for a minimum
period of three complete school years, and subsequently relocate outside the
boundaries of SMMUSD. Permits will be granted per the language of section D. above.

4. If space, staffing and budget permit, staff will do its best to accommodate requests for
placement for siblings (of current interdistrict permit holders) who will be entering
Kindergarten, 1st, 6th, or 9th Grade. If a permit is received (granted) there is no
guarantee of same-school placement. On-going permit holders are not effected and will
continue in the home school being currently attended.
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5. If space, staffing and budget permit, interdistrict permits for children of employees of the
cities of Malibu or Santa Monica.

6. If space, staffing and budget permit, interdistrict permits for children of full-time,
permanent employees of Santa Monica College enrolling in grades K-8 for the 2008-09
2010-11 school year.; up-to:

7. If space, staffing and budget permit, interdistrict permits for children of alumni of Santa
Monica High School, Malibu High School, or Olympic High School. Parent must attach a
copy of graduation diploma to the permit application.

RECOMMENDATION NO. A.22

It is recommended that the Board of Education adopt a revised Resolution No. 09-19 — A
Special Temporary Parcel Tax Measure for SMMUSD Schools to be Submitted for Approval by
Voters in the Cities of Santa Monica and Malibu at Special Mail-In Ballot on May 25, 2010.

COMMENT: The Board established an Emergency/Temporary Parcel Tax Renewal Feasibility
Committee on August 19, 2009. The purpose of the committee was to examine
the feasibility of an emergency and temporary parcel tax to offset all or a portion
of the budget deficit due to the State budget crisis.

At its January 14, 2010, meeting, the Board of Education accepted the
recommendations from the Emergency/Temporary Parcel Tax Feasibility
Committee to take action to notify Los Angeles County that the District will place
a parcel tax on the ballot for a special all-mail election on May 25, 2010, and
directed staff to present a final recommendation for the particulars of that parcel
tax at a special meeting on February 1, 2010, Board meeting.

At a special meeting on February 1, 2010, the Board of Education adopted
Resolution No. 09-19 as recommended by staff. Subsequently, it has become
clear that some modifications to the language in Resolution 9-19 are desirable.
These language changes are clarifying in nature and do not constitute
substantive changes. Staff recommends that the Board take action to approve
these changes.

The revised resolution, which contains revisions to Exhibits A and B as well, is
attached. The changes include:

e Removing “Emergency” from the title of the resolution and agenda item

RESOLUTION ORDERING THAT A SPECIAL TEMPORARY PARCEL TAX MEASURE
FOR SMMUSD SCHOOLS BE SUBMITTED FOR APPROVAL BY VOTERS IN THE CITIES
OF SANTA MONICA AND MALIBU AT A SPECIAL MAIL-IN BALLOT ELECTION ON
MAY 25, 2010

WHEREAS, the Santa Monica-Malibu Unified School District (“District”) is committed to
continuing to offer a high quality educational program to all students in the District and
to securing adequate funding to meet that purpose; and

WHEREAS, quality public schools provide benefits and advantages to all residents of our
community by helping maintain property values, keeping students in school, and
helping keep our community a safe and desirable place to live; and

WHEREAS, 75% of the District’'s general fund is determined by the condition of the State of
California’s general fund budget, and the State’s budget crisis has already reduced
State funding to the District by $10 million over the last two fiscal years, forcing the
District to implement budget cuts of $4.5 million in the 2009 — 2010 year that resulted
in increases in class sizes at the elementary and secondary levels, reductions in
support services for schools, the elimination of one of six small learning communities
that constitute the organizational structure at Santa Monica High School, reductions in
textbook purchases, professional development for teachers, and Gifted and Talented
Education funding, and other program reductions; and

WHEREAS, the State projects a $21 billion deficit in fiscal year 2010 — 2011, which will likely
result in a continued shortage of adequate funding to our District for at least five years;
and

WHEREAS, due to inadequate funding from the State, the District projects that without
additional sources of revenue, it will experience a $14 million annual operating deficit
beginning in 2010 — 2011, which would exhaust all remaining reserve funds; and

WHEREAS, in order to provide a balanced budget in the face of these severe cuts, District staff,
working with the District’'s Financial Oversight Committee has identified spending cuts
totaling approximately $ 8.7 million that will need to be made in order to provide the most
minimal positive budget balance required by law; and

WHEREAS, these spending cuts will necessarily result in the loss of up to 113 District teachers,
staff and administrative personnel, further increases in average class sizes at all grade
levels, a reduction in the number of school instructional days, elimination of the
elementary level music program, a reduction in summer school offerings, and program
reductions affecting libraries, school nurses, campus security, facility maintenance, and
other reductions; and

WHEREAS, the District has and will continue to engage in a variety of efforts to generate
additional funds for its educational program, including advocating in the State
Legislature, the creative use of surplus District real estate, local fundraising efforts and
continuing funding agreements with the cities of Santa Monica and Malibu; and
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WHEREAS, a parcel tax for SMMUSD schools is the only new revenue source that has the

potential to provide immediate budget relief on a scale that would prevent serious harm
to local public education; and

WHEREAS, these new revenues are critically necessary to help protect the high quality of our

local schools and the strong academics that have resulted in rising test scores; and

WHEREAS, the Santa Monica-Malibu Board of Education (“Board”) finds that a special tax

equaling $198 per parcel per year is necessary in order to offset a portion of the State
funding loss and provide a minimum amount of stable financial support over the next
five years, enabling the District to prevent a serious decline in the quality of our
schools caused by unprecedented State budget cuts and projected continued
inadequate State funding over the next five years; and

WHEREAS, the Board has determined that there is an urgent need for the local revenues which

will be generated by this parcel tax; and

WHEREAS, despite the fact that this local funding measure will not alleviate the need to

make some budget cuts for 2010-2011, these revenues are critically necessary to
protect our community’s excellent schools, prevent widespread layoffs of teachers
and other personnel, maintain reasonable class size, protect academic achievement
in math, science, technology, arts, music, and reading programs, and sustain school
libraries; and

WHEREAS, Section 4 of Article XIIIA of the California Constitution and Government Code

Section 50075 et.seq. authorize a school district, following notice and public
hearing, to levy a special tax for specified purposes upon approval of at least two-
thirds of the electorate voting on the measure; and

WHEREAS, Elections Code Sections 1003, 4000, 4108 and 5322 authorize a District to

place a parcel tax on a special mail-in election ballot and to request that the Los
Angeles County Registrar/Recorder perform certain election services for the District;
and

WHEREAS, by law, every cent of these local revenues must be spent in Santa Monica and

Malibu schools, and none of these funds can be taken away by the State;

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that:

1.

The Board hereby proposes to levy a special tax for the specific purposes enumerated
in the condensed version of the ballot measure and in the full text of the ballot
measure, copies of which are attached hereto as Exhibits A and B, respectively, and
incorporated by reference herein;

Said special tax shall be levied on each parcel of real property at the maximum rate of
$198 per year, for five years, beginning with the fiscal year commencing on July 1,
2010;

An exemption to the qualified special tax is available for a person 65 years or older
who owns and occupies a parcel as a principal residence and applies for an exemption
in accordance with the guidelines established by the Board;

Prior to levying of the special tax each fiscal year, the Board shall conduct a public
hearing to assess the continuing need for such tax revenues. Notice of the time, date
and place of hearing shall be published in accordance with applicable laws, posted at
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least twice in a newspaper of general circulation in the District, and posting shall
commence at least fifteen (15) days prior to the hearing;

5. Subiject to voter approval as set forth below, the special tax shall be levied
commencing July 1, 2010, and shall be collected by the Los Angeles County Tax
Collector at the same time as and along with the general ad valorem taxes collected by
said Tax Collector. The tax shall be subject to the same interest and penalty as general
ad valorem taxes. The tax penalty shall bear interest at the same rate as the rate for
unpaid ad valorem property taxes until paid;

6. Itis not intended that the collection of the special tax provided for herein shall decrease
the funds available from other government sources for the District after July 1, 2010. In
the event that it does, the District shall, as soon as is reasonably practicable, place a
measure to modify, reduce, or eliminate the special tax before the electorate;

7. The expenditure of all revenues from the special tax shall be subject to an annual
independent audit and review by an Independent Citizens Oversight Committee, which
shall report on how these funds are spent. The annual audit report shall be made
public on the District website and at an annual public meeting noticed in advance by
the Board;

8. If any section, sub-section, phrase or clause of this resolution is for any reason held to
be invalid, such decision shall not affect the validity of the remaining portion/portions of
this resolution. This Board declares that it would have adopted this resolution and each
section, sub-section, phrase or clause thereof irrespective of the fact that any one or
more sections, sub-sections, sentences, phrases, or clauses be declared invalid;

9. The Board hereby requests that the Los Angeles County Registrar/Recorder submit a
ballot measure to the voters of the District in a special mail-in election to be held May
25, 2010. A copy of the condensed version of the ballot measure for the voting
machine and sample ballot is attached hereto as Exhibit A and a copy of the full text of
the measure is attached hereto as Exhibit B. Both exhibits are directed to be printed in
the voter pamphlet;

10. The purpose of the election shall be for the voters in the District to vote on the question
of whether the District shall levy a special tax for the specific purposes enumerated in
the condensed version of the ballot measure and in the full text of the ballot measure,
copies of which are attached hereto as Exhibits A and B and incorporated by reference
herein;

11. The authority for ordering the election is contained in Section 4 of Article XIlIA of the
California Constitution and Government Code Section 50075 et. seq.;

12. The authority for the specifications of this election order is contained in Education Code
Section 5322;

13. Pursuant to Education Code Section 5303 and Elections Code Section 10002, the Los
Angeles County Registrar/Recorder and the Los Angeles County Superintendent of
Schools are hereby requested to render all services specified by Education Code
Sections 5360 et seq. and Elections Code Sections 12112 relating to the election and
take all steps necessary to hold the mail-in election in accordance with law and these
specifications. These services include the publication of a Formal Notice of Parcel Tax
Election, the calling of the election by causing the Notice to be published in a
newspaper of general circulation published in the District, and the mailing of the
sample ballot, the printing of the ballot measure and the full text of the ballot measure

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EXHIBIT B
1. TITLE AND PURPOSE

The revenues raised by the "Santa Monica-Malibu Unified School District's Quality Public
Schools Preservation Act (“SMMUSD Quality Schools Preservation Act”) shall be used to
address the emergency arising from severe cuts in State funding for public schools to prevent
serious deterioration in the quality of public education in Santa Monica and Malibu and to
promote continued student achievement in the core curriculum.

2. SPECIFIC PURPOSES

The revenues raised by this SMMUSD Quality Schools Preservation Act shall be used by the
Santa Monica-Malibu Unified School District (the "District") exclusively for the following
purposes:

A. To preserve programs and replace funds lost or reduced due to inadequate
State funding (including State budget reductions that are the result of reduced
federal funding of State programs);

B. To sustain achievement in reading, writing, and mathematics for all students
at all grade levels and to fulfill the District's core curriculum which also
includes music, arts, and athletics;

C. To retain highly qualified teachers and staff, but not for administrator salaries;

D. To protect the taxpayers’ investment in local public education and ensure
District accountability by requiring independent citizen oversight and
independent annual audits, and public reporting of revenues and
expenditures; and

E. To direct all revenues from this Act exclusively to local schools.
3. SEPARATE ACCOUNT

The revenues raised by this SMMUSD Quality Schools Preservation Act shall be deposited in
a separate account in accordance with Government Code section 50075.1 (or applicable
successor law) and shall be expended solely for the specific purposes identified above.

4. THE TAX LEVY

A. Amount of Tax. The special tax to be levied by the District annually against each
parcel of land within the boundaries of the District shall be in an amount not to
exceed $198 per parcel per year.

B. Definition of Parcel. A “parcel” shall be defined as any parcel of land, developed
or undeveloped, wholly or partially located within the District, for which the
County Assessor of Los Angeles County has assigned an assessor’s
identification number.

C. Senior Exemption. An exemption to the qualified special tax applicable to a
parcel is available for a person sixty-five (65) years or older who owns and
occupies that parcel as a principal residence and applies for an exemption in
accordance with guidelines established by the Board of Education of the District
(the "Board").
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Effective Date. The effective date of this measure shall be July 1, 2010.

Public Review Requirement. The Board shall annually conduct a noticed public
hearing to assess the continuing need for the tax revenues resulting from the the
SMMUSD Quality Schools Preservation Act. This evaluation will include, but not
necessarily be limited to, consideration of the costs of programs to which these
revenues have been dedicated, the general condition of the District's finances,
the District's enrollment, the structure of public financing of public education in
California, and the regulations by which the District qualifies for State and federal
funding.

Constitutional Apportionment Limit. Pursuant to Section 4 of Article XIIIB of the
California Constitution, the apportionment limit of the District is hereby increased
commencing with the date of approval of the SMMUSD Quality Schools
Preservation Act by the levy of this qualified special tax, and the Board shall
increase the District's appropriations limit as necessary in each year during which
proceeds of this qualified special tax are available, to ensure that the proceeds of
this qualified special tax may be spent for the authorized purposes, pursuant to
Section 7902.1 of the Government Code (or applicable successor law).

Collection. The District may request that the qualified special tax be collected by
the County of Los Angeles, or other lawfully designated agency. The collection of
taxes under this the SMMUSD Quality Schools Preservation Act, including the
imposition of penalties, additional fees, and interest upon persons who fail to
remit the qualified special tax imposed by this Act, or who fail to remit any
delinquent remittance, shall be subject to and governed by the rules, regulations,
and procedures authorized by law. Every penalty imposed and such interest as
accrues under the provisions of the SMMUSD Quality Schools Preservation Act
shall become a part of the tax herein required to be paid.

Savings Clause. The provisions of the SMMUSD Quality Schools Preservation
Act shall not apply to any person, association, or corporation or to any property
as to whom or which it is beyond the power of the District to impose a qualified
special tax. If any part of this SMMUSD Quality Schools Preservation Act, as
written or as applied to any person, is finally determined by a court of competent
jurisdiction to be unconstitutional, illegal, or invalid, such determination shall
affect only such part of this SMMUSD Quality Schools Preservation Act and shall
not affect or impair any of the remaining provisions, sentences, clauses,
sections, or other parts of this SMMUSD Quality Schools Preservation Act. It is
hereby declared to be the intention of the Board and of the electorate that this
SMMUSD Quiality Schools Preservation Act would have been adopted had such
part thereof not been included.

5. ACCOUNTABILITY, PLANNING, PUBLIC INFORMATION, AND
COMPLIANCE REVIEW PROVISIONS

A.

Citizen Oversight. The Board shall appoint a special citizens
oversight committee that is charged to review the District's
administration of and compliance with the terms of this Act. The
committee so charged by the Board is referred to in this SMMUSD
Quality Schools Preservation Act as the "Independent Citizens
Oversight Committee." The Independent Citizens Oversight
Committee may, but need not, be the existing Financial Oversight
Committee created by the District.
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B. Annual Plan. An expenditure plan (the "Proposed Annual Plan") shall be
developed annually for the succeeding fiscal year by the District staff in
consultation with the Independent Citizens Oversight Committee. The
Proposed Annual Plan will recommend expenditures of the tax proceeds that
are consistent with the intent of the SMMUSD Quiality Schools Preservation
Act. The assumptions associated with the recommended expenditures shall be
included in the Proposed Annual Plan. The Proposed Annual Plan shall be
presented for Board action each fiscal year in conjunction with the District's
annual budget adoption process for the subsequent fiscal year. To facilitate
public discussion, the Proposed Annual Plan shall be made available for public
review ninety (90) days prior to Board adoption of its annual budget. The
Proposed Annual Plan together with regular financial and audit reports shall be
promptly distributed to the Independent Citizens Oversight Committee.

C. Public Comment Process. Not less than 60 calendar days before the Board acts
on the annual budget for the subsequent fiscal year, the Board shall hold a
noticed public hearing on the Proposed Annual Plan in order to allow for public
input on whether the priority programs to be supported by the SMMUSD Quality
Schools Preservation Act revenues should be modified. Not less than 30
calendar days before the Board acts on the annual budget for the subsequent
fiscal year, the Proposed Annual Plan and the findings from the public hearing
shall be reviewed by the Independent Citizens Oversight Committee which shall
forward its recommendation to the Board. In adopting the District budget each
year, the Board will approve an Adopted Annual Plan for the SMMUSD Quality
Schools Preservation Act revenues, taking into account comments from the
public hearing and the recommendation of the Independent Citizens Oversight
Committee. Members of the public may comment on the plans, reports, and
conditions of the SMMUSD Quality Schools Preservation Act during the public
comment period of any meeting of the Independent Citizens Oversight
Committee or any meeting of the Board.

D. Financial Reports. The District shall make available to the public through its
website and to the Independent Citizens Oversight Committee updated budget
and financial expenditure reports concerning the special account holding the
proceeds of this qualified special tax in conjunction with the regular interim
budget reporting required by the State. As part of this reporting, at least once per
fiscal year, the chief fiscal officer of the District shall file a report with the Board
and the Independent Citizens Oversight Committee identifying the amount of the
funds collected and expended pursuant to this SMMUSD Quiality Schools
Preservation Act, together with the status of any project required or authorized to
be funded hereunder. All of the foregoing reports shall be organized to display
clearly how the expenditures relate to the Adopted Annual Plan approved by the
Board.

E. Independent Auditors' Annual Report. Each year, an independent auditor
retained by the District shall review District records to determine that funds
generated by this SMMUSD Quality Schools Preservation Act have been
maintained and expended in compliance with the Adopted Annual Plan and that
other conditions of this SMMUSD Quality Schools Preservation Act have been
satisfied. Said audit shall be conducted in accordance with generally accepted
accounting principles, the Standards and Procedures for Audits of K-12 Local
Educational Agencies, and this SMMUSD Quiality Schools Preservation Act. The
independent auditor shall transmit a "Finding of Violation" to the Board if: (1) the
funds raised by this SMMUSD Quality Schools Preservation Act have been spent
for purposes other than those specified in section 2; or (2) other conditions of this
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SMMUSD Quality Schools Preservation Act have not been satisfied.

F. Civil Remedies Available At Law. The provisions of this section are in addition to
civil remedies available at law for assuring compliance with the terms of this the
SMMUSD Quality Schools Preservation Act.

COMMENTS: In 2007, the Measure BB program was initiated. During the early planning for the

Samohi project, the Board approved development of an overall siting study by
RLB. The siting study concepts were reviewed with the Board in 2008, and a
preferred concept was advanced both as a basis for the Measure BB project
(new Science and Technology Building) and a potential joint use opportunity with
the City of Santa Monica.

It is recommended that the Board of Education approve the Single Plan for Student Achievement (SPSA) for each of
our schools.

COMMENT: The SPSA establishes a focus for raising the academic performance of students to meet or exceed state
standards. The plan includes how the school allocates its categorical and Equity funds in support of improvement goals
and also how categorically funded centralized services support the plan. Each School Site Council (SSC) is responsible
for the development, implementation and review of its SPSA. The development of the plan consists of ten steps:

1 Obtain the input of the school community

2)  Analyze student performance data

3) Establish school goals

4) Review available resources

5) Select specific improvements

6) Consider centralized services

7 Recommend the plan to the local governing board

8) Monitor progress

9) Evaluate the effectiveness of planned activities

10) Modify the plan

One public copy of each plan will be available at the Board of Education meeting. Hard copies of the plans are
available for viewing in Educational Services. Each site also has a copy of its plan available for review.

Ms. Leon-Vazquez expressed her concern regarding the achievement gap. She wondered if it would be
possible to look at seniors whose GPA is below 1.5 and has been since 9" or 10" grade — what
services/programs were offered to these students and how are these programs evaluated? She said site
leadership accountability was missing from the plans.

Ms. Pye noted parent comments in Olympic’s plan regarding a lack of communication as a barrier to
increasing student achievement. Dr. Chou replied that communication between Olympic and Samohi has
improved over the last year. Samohi students are also informed earlier about credit recovery options at Olympic.
Ms. Pye inquired about math and science course offerings. Dr. Chou said the district had focused on literacy
development for many years, which is improving. Three years ago, the math initiative began based on the cohort
data analysis staff undertook and will continue to move forward. The recently adopted science curriculum was for
K-8; high school science curriculum will be addressed next year.

Dr. Escarce was concerned that Samohi’s plan reflects administrator comments that one reason students are
not performing as well as they should on standardized tests is because students and teachers failed to take the
tests seriously.

Mr. Allen asked about Olympic’'s WASC accreditation and how the campus plans to improve attendance by
10%. Dr. Chou said the WASC visiting committee chair already visited; the next visit would be in mid-April. She
said teachers and counselors call students’ homes, working with families to improve attendance. Mr. Allen asked
who the student rep was on Olympic’s site council and asked Ms. Kim to comment on Samohi’s plan. Ms. Kim
explained that site council asked each program receiving funds to complete an evaluation form and make a
report. She invited board members to attend the site council meetings, where the SPSA is discussed.

Dr. Bradford explained for Mr. Mechur that principals report to their site councils regarding the plan’s goals
and progress. If goals are achieved earlier than anticipated or a source of funding becomes available, principals
can recommend efforts be shifted to one of the secondary focuses in the plan. Mr. Mechur requested to see the
outcomes from evaluations next fall. Ms. Pye agreed with this request.

Mr. de la Torre asked how student achievement data drives the plans. Dr. Bradford explained how principals
review the data in the summer and share that information with staff and the site council. Those findings serve as
the launching pad for reflecting on last year’s plan and planning for the next year. Dr. Chou added that principals
also use the data to form goals for their own evaluations.

COMMENT: As the District prepares to implement the reduction or discontinuation of particular
kinds of services, there is a requirement to have Board direction regarding the
determination of seniority status among probationary and tenured certificated
employees with the same date of seniority. Consequently, the Board must act to
direct staff as to the specific criteria to be used in determining the order of
termination between certificated employees who have the same seniority date.
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Mr. de la Torre suggested this resolution, in future years, could consider performance reviews in
the criteria. He also suggested that teachers whose college studies focused on ethnic studies
be given seniority. Dr. Matthews explained that CLAD certification requires teachers to take
classes in cultural and language sensitivity.

Mr. Allen inquired about the order of National Board Certification in the list.

Mr. Mechur asked about the order of numbers 7 and 8. Dr. Matthews replied that the State of
California determines who holds a teaching credential. Under the o Child Left Behind Act
(NCLB), the federal government created a standard called highly qualified teacher, which
requires a teacher to fulfill criteria developed by NCLB in the area in which they are teaching, in
addition to holding a credential.

pursuant to Education Code Section 44955, the Board is required, as between
employees who first rendered paid service to the District on the same date, to
determine the order of termination solely on the basis of the needs of the District
and its students; and

Education Code Section 44955 requires that upon the request of any employee
whose order of termination is determined as stated above, the Board of
Education shall furnish in writing no later than five days prior to the
commencement of the hearing held in accordance with Section 44949, a
statement of the specific criteria used in determining the order of termination and
the application of the criteria in ranking each employee to the other employees in
the group.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, as follows:

1.

That this Board determines that the needs of the District and the students of this
District are best served by resolving seniority ties within the meaning of
Education Code Section 44955, subdivision (b)(third paragraph) and Section
44846, by applying the criteria set forth in paragraphs 4 through 15 below:

That as between employees who first rendered paid service to the district in a
probationary position on the same date, the order of termination of said
employees shall be determined by reference to the criteria which follow and the
application thereof to each employee;

That the criteria set forth in paragraphs 4 through 15 below are listed in priority
order and each criterion shall be used only if the preceding criteria do not
delineate the order of termination;

As between certificated employees possessing the same seniority date, the
certificated employee holding currently valid and properly filed, non-emergency
BCLAD/BCC, or equivalent, wins the tie-breaker;

Assuming that the preceding paragraphs do not resolve all ties between
employees having the same seniority date, the employee who possesses a
currently valid and properly-filed, non-emergency CLAD, or equivalent, wins the
tie-breaker;

Assuming that the preceding paragraphs do not resolve all ties between
employees having the same seniority date, the certificated employee having on
file with the District a National Board Certificate wins the tie-breaker;

Assuming that the preceding paragraphs do not resolve all ties between
employees having the same seniority date, the employee who is highly qualified
in the service being reduced within the meaning of the No Child Left Behind Act
wins the tie-breaker over an employee who is not highly qualified in the service
being reduced within the meaning of the No Child Left Behind Act;

Assuming that the preceding paragraphs do not resolve all ties between
employees having the same seniority date, the certificated employee holding a
clear credential wins over those holding a less permanent credential such as a
preliminary credential;

Assuming that the preceding paragraphs do not resolve all ties between
employees having the same seniority date, then employees possessing multiple
authorizations and supplemental authorization on credentials will be regarded as
having greater seniority for purposes of determining seniority order than
certificated employees having only multiple authorizations (ranked by number of
authorizations). Similarly, certificated employees possessing multiple
authorizations on credentials will be regarded as having greater seniority for
purposes of determining seniority order than certificated employees having only
single authorization credentials and multiple supplemental authorizations.
Similarly, certificated employees possessing single authorization credentials and
multiple supplemental authorizations will be regarded as having greater seniority
for purposes of determining seniority order than certificated employees having
only a single authorization and single supplemental authorization.

It is recommended that the Board of Education approve Resolution 09-22 for the reduction or
discontinuance of particular kinds of services (nursing services, counseling services, elementary music
teaching services, Student Support Advisor services, elementary teaching services, and secondary
teaching services),as indicated on the Resolution, effective June, 2010.

COMMENT: The Superintendent of the Santa Monica-Malibu Unified School District recommends to the
Governing Board that the services enumerated in Resolution No.09-22 are to be reduced or discontinued
no later than the beginning of the 2010-2011 school year, and that the Board give notice as required by
Education Code Sections 44949 and 44955 to those employees whose services will not be required.
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Public Comments:

e D.L. Waldron, Zina Josephs, Asuka Hisa, Joseph Martinez, Virginia Kohfeld, Lynn Robb, and
Harry Keiley addressed the board regarding the proposed reductions in staff.

Mr. de la Torre suggested postponing the item until the board received further information. Mr. Snell
asked what information would be available in the next couple weeks that would help him make a decision.
Mr. de la Torre asked: 1) how many jobs the $2 million in savings represents from the tentative
agreements, 2) possible staff attrition, and 3) administrator layoffs. Dr. Matthews explained that if both
union agreements and the management calendar/salary changes are ratified, the result is a savings of $2
million for this and next year, meaning the district would not need to find identify $2 million in additional
layoffs. Average staff attrition is 12 to 24 retirements per year, but fewer people are leaving jobs lately.
He hopes certificated retirements will increase after SMMCTA ratifies the agreement. He said the target
for early certificated retirements this year is 28, but he will have a more specific number by March 3. A
reduction in administrator positions will come to the board on March 4.

Ms. Leon-Vazquez stated that California is in a crisis; therefore school district budgets are a moving
target. Last year, funds became available that helped minimize the impact. Because SMMUSD has been
fiscally responsible for many years, we were able to maintain programs and jobs over the past years.
This coming year, however, all the proposed cuts will affect the classroom. She asserted the board has a
fiduciary duty to make sure the district has a balanced budget. Dr. Escarce agreed with Ms. Leon-
Vazquez, stating that because the greatest expense in a school district is personnel, most reductions will
come from staffing. He said he was hopeful that the worst case scenario is relieved with a parcel tax and
retirements before final layoffs are determined. Mr. Allen said it was disturbing to see that every
implication from the proposed layoffs impact SMMUSD's core values. He agreed, however, that the
proposed list allows flexibility for a worst case scenario. He asked if the March 4 would look different. Dr.
Matthews explained that the list printed in the March 4 will look similar, but that as retirements and leaves
of absences come in by March 3, employee numbers will be removed from the layoff list.

Mr. Mechur reminded everyone that no decisions are being made tonight except for the process to
reach a balanced budget, which will be approved in June. He asked why it was important to pass this
resolution tonight. Dr. Matthews said passing the resolution tonight gives staff five working days to get
the employee numbers accurate before the March 4 agenda goes to print. This is the minimum amount
of time for HR staff to prepare the documentation. Ms. Pye said it was important to approve this tonight
so staff can move forward with the complicated process of determining which employees to list on March
4. Mr. Mechur asked how removing an employee number from the March 4 agenda is determined as
retirements come in. Dr. Matthews explained that if, for example, an English teacher retires, one of the
English teachers listed on the March 4 agenda will be removed from the layoff list.

ADMINISTRATIVE LEEWAYIN-ABSENCE OF DISCRETION REGARDING BOARD POLICY

Through the adoption of written policies, the Governing Board conveys its expectations for
actions that will be taken in the district, clarifies roles and responsibilities of the Board and
Superintendent, and communicates Board philosophy and direction. However, the Board
recognizes that, at times, issues may arise in the operation of district schools that are not
addressed in Board policy or administrative regulation. When resolution of such issues
necessitates immediate action, the Superintendent or designee shall have the authority to act
on behalf of the district.

If the matter involves a policy decision where controversy is foreseeable, or a matter that has a
significant impact on student learning or safety, the Superintendent or designee shall notify the
Board as soon as practicable after its occurrence. The Board president and the Superintendent
shall schedule a review of the action at the next regular Board meeting. If the action indicates
the need for additions or revisions to Board policies, the Superintendent or designee shall make
the necessary recommendations to the Board.

Tier 3 Categorical Flexibility

The Board has determined that it is in the best interest of the district to utilize the categorical
program flexibility authorized by Education Code 42605. In accordance with Education Code
42605, for the 2008-09 through 2012-13 fiscal years, the Superintendent may suspend statutory
or regulatory program and funding requirements for Tier 3 categorical programs reflected in any
of the district's Board policies, administrative regulations, bylaws, or exhibits to the extent that
such suspension does not affect the terms of any existing district contract or bargaining
agreement. He/she may also suspend any such language reflected in any district procedure,
rule, plan, or employee or student handbook. As necessary, the Superintendent or designee
shall consult with other staff, district legal counsel, and/or the chief business official regarding
the district's exercise of this flexibility.

The Superintendent or designee shall regularly report to the Board regarding how the district is
exercising the flexibility and whether the desired results are being achieved.

Serve as a vehicle for parents, teachers, students, and community members to
communicate with the Board of Education on matters related to equitable access to and
successful participation in comprehensive, sequential, standards-based PreK-12 Arts
Education. A comprehensive arts education program, with the arts taught as discrete
disciplines, should be an integral part of the core curriculum offered to all SMMUSD students
at all grade levels.

Assess current SMMUSD Visual and Performing Arts programs (Dance, Music, Theatre, and
Visual Arts) by comparing the District's curriculum, scheduling, staffing, instructional
materials, equipment, and facilities with national and state standards and frameworks.
Assess progress in the District's implementation of the Board-adopted "Arts for All" 9-year
strategic plan

Accomplishments to date this year:

Multicultural Education

Santa Monica High School — The Winter Choir Concert included the Missa Criolla, a folk
mass by Ariel Ramirez, based on song and dance traditions of South America. Jazz Dance
and Brazilian Dance are being offered as after school SMC dual enrollment classes. Exhibits
scheduled for 2009-2010 at the Roberts Art Gallery include “Day of the Dead” and “Black
History Month.”

John Adams Middle School — The “for credit” dance class includes dancing to hip-hop,
South American and Latin rhythms.

Rogers, Muir, and Webster — As of Fall 2009, all 5" graders at Will Rogers, John Muir, and
Webster Elementary Schools are participating in the “Ballroom Madness” program, which
includes merengue, rumba, tango, and swing.

Title | elementary schools — SmART Schools — 2009-2010 is the fourth year of the U.S.
Department of Education’s 4-year SmART Schools grant, designed to integrate the arts
throughout the curriculum in the four Title | schools. Artists work with classroom teachers
during the school year to develop arts-integration practices in their lessons. The SmART
Schools partnership facilitated the inaugural workshop series Imagining Mexico: Integrating
the Arts in Cross-Cultural Classrooms with some teachers from the four Title 1 schools. In
addition, other workshops utilized and modeled the best arts-integration practices from
around the world including The Cordel from Brazil, Images and Words from Mexico, and
approaches for developing student literacy created by the Arts/Lit Project at Brown
University.

In August 2009, the SmART Schools Summer Institute Bridging Bridges: Science + The Arts
provided professional development for participating schools, along with the addition of Grant
Elementary - addressing the SmART Schools’ mission of serving the broader community.
The four-day Institute focused on the integration of dance, theater, music and visual art into
K - 5 science curriculum.

During October 2009, a two-day Collaborative Team Leadership Training, under the
guidance of nationally recognized facilitator Wendy Cohen, took place. Teams from two
sites - Will Rogers and John Muir - examined their school culture and worked to build
leadership capacity.
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Title | Elementary Schools — Music

e The Gail Dorin Foundation and the Ella Fitzgerald Foundation are funding the “Dream
Strings” program and the SM/M Education Foundation is funding the “Dream Winds”
program at the four Title | schools, providing additional support for instrumental music
students. SMMEF also funds “Dream Strings” and “Dream Winds” at district middle schools.

¢ With the reinstatement of Elementary General/Choral Music instruction, the reinstatement of
the All District Elementary Honor Choir, and the introduction of the Elementary Honor Band
(in addition to the Honor Orchestra), 30% of participants in the 2010 groups are from the
four Title | elementary schools.

Title | Elementary Schools — Theater and Visual Arts

e The P.S. Arts Foundation is funding a K-5 Theater program at Edison Language Academy,
K-5 Visual Arts programs at McKinley, John Muir, and Will Rogers Elementary Schools, and
Theater for 1* grade at Rogers. The total P.S. Arts funding for district arts programs for
2009-2010 is $234,953.

Dance

e Santa Monica High School is offering three “for credit” dance classes, funded by ROP. The
first dance performance, under the direction of Nate Hodges, took place in January 2010 in
the Samohi dance studio, with over 200 people in attendance. John Adams Middle School is
offering one “for credit” dance class.

e The For The Arts Dance program continues at Malibu and Olympic High Schools, as well as
John Adams, Lincoln, and Malibu Middle Schools.

o All 5th graders at John Muir, Will Rogers, and Webster Elementary Schools are participating
in the “Ballroom Madness” program in 2009-2010, funded by grants.

e Chance To Dance — The following dance programs are being funded by PTA/PTSA: For
approximately eight months out of the school year, Lincoln Middle School SDC and 7th
graders, as well as McKinley Elementary School SDC and 4th and 5th graders, participate in
“Chance To Dance/Dance Partners,” a “reverse mainstreaming” program. Roosevelt
Elementary School provides six weeks of “Creative Dance in the Classroom” for all
Kindergarten classes, as well as twelve weeks of “Chance To Dance” for the Diagnostic
Kindergarten.

Theatre — Instruction and Performing

o During the Fall 2009 semester, the Lincoln Middle School after-school drama program,
funded by PTSA, presented “The Servant of Two Masters.” Malibu High School presented
“The Three Musketeers.” Santa Monica High School presented “The Crucible.”

¢ Malibu Middle School students will perform a musical version of Pinocchio, “Geppetto and
Son,” in February 2010. Santa Monica High School will present the musical “Rent: School
Edition” in February 2010.

¢ John Adams Middle School has been chosen to partner with the Center Theatre Group’s
Annenberg Middle School Program. It uses an artist residency model that

o focuses on playwriting, b) partners CTG Teaching artists with middle school English
teachers, and c) teams with local small theatres as collaborative partners for the schools.
The 3-year program’s theatre activities for students will include character development,
improvisation, and reading and writing exercises, leading to students developing scripted
scenes rooted in their own experiences, portfolios of original work, and confidence in their
writing abilities.

Theatre — Attending performances

e At the elementary level, the Morgan-Wixson Theatre Y.E.S. program, named 2008
Outstanding New Children’s Theatre Company by the American Alliance for Theatre and
Education (AATE), continues its partnership with the school district. It provides opportunities
for students to attend theatre performances, improve literacy skills, and perform. During the
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2008-09 school year, Edison, Franklin, Grant, McKinley, Muir, Rogers, Roosevelt, and
SMASH all participated in the program. The 2009-2010 schedule includes: “Too Many
Frogs!” “A Winter's Tale,” “The Amazing Bone,” “A Wrinkle in Time,” and “Many Moons.”
Santa Monica Playhouse uses a City of Santa Monica Cultural Affairs Division grant and
other funding to support its School Theater Field Trip program. Students patrticipate in
interactive professional musical productions, pre-show preparation, post-show talk-backs,
language arts workshops, as well as hands-on lighting, costuming, and make-up
experiences.

Students from Malibu Middle School attended “A Christmas Carol” at the Thousand Oaks
Civic Auditorium in December 2009.

Visual Arts — Instruction and Exhibits

At Santa Monica High School, David Wood and Rebel Harrison have been meeting with
representatives from SMC and are in the process of aligning the photography curriculum
with SMC'’s so that when SMMUSD students enroll in SMC's photo program, they won't
have to take the first two introductory courses. Roberts Art Gallery 2009-2010 exhibits
scheduled at Santa Monica High School include “Paintings and pastels from the WPA,” “Day
of the Dead,” Landscapes and figurative work from the 1930s,” “Black History Month,”
“Selected works from the Federal One project,” and the “Senior Show.”

The Malibu High School AP Photography class will be exhibiting work at Graphaids in
Agoura for the month of March 2010.

Santa Monica Museum of Art — Wall Works

Fall 2009: Wall Works with Kim Schoenstadt — 640 students from 12 SMMUSD schools
participated (Cabrillo, Edison, Franklin, Grant, McKinley, John Muir, Roosevelt, and Webster
Elementary; Lincoln Middle School; Santa Monica High School). Exhibit from November 4,
2009 through January 2010.

Winter/Spring 2010: Wall Works with Anna Sew-Hoy — SMMOoA expects 400 students from
8-10 schools to participate. The exhibit will be from March through May 2010.

Visual Arts — Student honors

At Malibu High School, 22 students completed AP Studio Arts 2D Portfolios (2-dimensional
applications such as graphic design, photography, weaving, and collage) in 2009. Students
must submit 5 artworks that demonstrate quality of design, 12 slides that demonstrate
concentration (the ability to makes a variety of pieces that relate to one idea), and 12
additional slides that demonstrate breadth (the ability to incorporate various design
principles).

At the Samohi Senior Art Show in June 2009, 17 seniors were awarded art scholarships
totaling $4,180.

Santa Monica High School art students graduating in June 2008 were accepted at the
following top arts schools: California College of the Arts (formerly California College of Arts
and Crafts); Maryland Institute College of Art; Rhode Island School of Design; School of the
Museum of Fine Arts, Boston; and The School of the Art Institute of Chicago.

Music — Instruction

District-wide Elementary Music instruction by credentialed teachers continued in grades 3-5
(General Music for all students in grade 3; Choir, Winds and Strings for all students in
grades 4 and 5), with ongoing funding from the state Music/Arts Block Grant. In 2009-2010,
2,485 students participated in the program. The SM/M Education Foundation funded the
purchase of recorders for all 3rd graders and choir folders for the 4™ and 5" grade choral
program.

Music — Performances

Students at all school sites participated in winter concerts or informances in 2009-2010. (see
the district VAPA calendar at www.smmusd.org/vapa ).
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In 2009, the 60th annual “Stairway of the Stars” concerts at the Santa Monica Civic
Auditorium featured approximately 1,000 student musicians. Participation by students from
Title | schools rose by 31%, and the new Samohi Gospel Choir performed. Assemblywoman
Julia Brownley presented commendations to the school district and to the Santa Monica-
Malibu Education Foundation.

The Malibu High School Choral Department added a 25-student after school auditioned
Women'’s Choir for grades 9-12 for the 2009-2010 school year. Members of the Malibu High
School Girls Select Choir and the new Women’s Choir performed with Pat Benatar and Neil
Giraldo for a Children’s Live Saving Foundation benefit concert to raise money for homeless
children in Los Angeles. The Malibu High School Chamber Singers presented their first
Madrigal Dinner Theatre at the Sunset Restaurant in Malibu in December 2009. The Malibu
High School Choral and Instrumental Departments combined to present their first
collaborative Masterworks concert, performing the Faure Requiem in March 2009.

The Samohi Choral Department also performed the Faure Requiem in Spring 2009. The
December 2009 Samohi Choir Concert, Motus Perpetuus V, was the fifth annual winter
concert of “perpetual motion.” It included the Missa Criolla by Ariel Ramirez.

The Samohi Jazz Band concert in January 2010 featured guest artist Bob Mintzer, director
of the USC Jazz Orchestra and winner, with the Bob Mintzer Big Band, of the 2002 Grammy
for Best Large Jazz Ensemble Album.

The Samohi Symphony will perform in New York City over spring break 2010.

Samohi Viking Marching Band and Color Guard performances included Santa Monica’'s
Main Street 4th of July Parade in 2009 and the Disneyland Parade in January 2010.

District music students performed with the band Venice at the “For The Arts” concert in the
Samohi Greek Theater on May 30, 2009.

Music — Honors

Music ensembles at John Adams Middle School, Lincoln Middle School, Malibu High
School, and Santa Monica High School routinely receive “Superior” ratings at annual
adjudicated festivals.

The Samohi Viking Marching Band and Color Guard won 21 awards during the 2009
season, including multiple First Place and Sweepstakes trophies and Grand Champion
winners of parade reviews and field tournaments.

A large number of SMMUSD secondary music students are being selected this year for
regional, statewide, and national honor bands, choirs, and orchestras by the California Band
Directors Association, the California Music Educators Association, the California Orchestra
Directors Association, the Southern California School Orchestra and Band Association, and
the Southern California Vocal Association. This is the information we have so far:

SCSBOA All-Southern Honor Wind Ensemble (1),

SCSBOA All-Southern Honor Symphonic Band (5),

SCSBOA All-Southern Honor Symphonic Orchestra (3),

SCSBOA All-Southern Jr. High Honor Band & Orchestra (11) — 600 students auditioned.
Samohi had the largest number of students in the CBDA honor bands of any high school in
California. And Samohi students made up about one-third of the CODA honor orchestras.
Samohi junior Steve Gordon was selected as pianist for the All-State Honor Jazz Band.
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Two Samohi students have been selected for the 2010 National High School Honors
Orchestra, which is assembled biennially. They are violinist Emily Wong and violist Matthew
Van Pelt.

In June 2009, district middle and high school students received awards ranging from $75 to
$600 in the 60th Annual Music Scholarship Awards, sponsored by the Santa Monica
Kiwanis.

Malibu High School student Kaitlyn Connors placed second in the District 5280 Rotary
Music Competition in 2009, earning a $500 scholarship.

Santa Monica High School vocalist Jane Kivnick was a semi-finalist in the prestigious Music
Center "Spotlight Award" competition. 500 students from across L.A. County competed and,
as part of the process, Jane participated in a Master Class taught by Broadway Star Karen
Morrow.

The Santa Monica High School Orchestra is a “Partner Youth Orchestra” with the Los
Angeles Philharmonic for 2009-2011. This program includes 20 annual coaching and master
classes from LA Phil musicians, tickets to Walt Disney Concert Hall for LA Phil concerts,
and networking and professional workshops for the school orchestra directors.

63 members of the Samohi Orchestra program were invited to a performance and Q and A
session with world famous concert pianist Lang Lang at the GRAMMY Museum in
November 2009.

SMMUSD was one of only two school districts in California honored by the NAMM
Foundation in 2009, as exemplifying “community commitment to include music education as
part of a quality education for all.”

Facilities and Equipment

Purchase of instructional materials, equipment, and supplies for all four arts disciplines was
funded in previous years with one-time funding from the state Arts and Music Block Grant,
until the school district re-allocated the unspent funds (approximately $100,000) to the
General Fund.

The newly refurbished Wurlitzer theater organ, donated to Barnum Hall through the efforts of
the Restore Barnum Hall Committee, was installed in Summer 2009.

The “Play It Forward” program continues to encourage families to donate to the school
district musical instruments that their children have outgrown or no longer use. More

Fundraising

Carey Upton, Director of Theater Operations, is booking groups such as the New West
Symphony into Barnum Hall, bringing revenue to the school district.

The annual “For The Arts” benefit concert, sponsored by the Santa Monica-Malibu
Education Foundation, took place on May 30, 2009 in the Greek Theatre and featured Billy
Idol, Dave Mason, and Venice. A date for the 2010 event is pending.

VAPA departments at various schools continue fundraising for their programs with events
such as Cabaret, Café Samo, Spaghetti & Strings, Supper Serenade, and ARTLoud.
Parent volunteers continue to solicit program ads from local businesses and individuals for
“Stairway of the Stars” and other district events.

Other Accomplishments:

Regarding access to standards-based arts instruction, over the past 6 years, the percentage
of district students enrolled in music and visual arts classes has continually increased.

In the 2010 All District Elementary Honor Band, Choir, and String Orchestra, 30% of the
students participating are from Title | schools. Patrticipation is as follows:

Title | schools: Edison — 17, McKinley — 18, Muir — 11, and Rogers — 27

Non-Title | schools: Cabrillo — 12, Franklin — 43, Grant — 51, Pt. Dume — 4, Roosevelt — 35,
SMASH — 14, Webster - 14
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e Atthe 4 Title | schools, SMART Schools continued to provide professional development and
master teaching artists for classroom teachers this year, funded by a Department of
Education grant. Lynn Robb, Site Coordinator of the SmART Schools West program,
facilitated teacher training sessions and artist/classroom teacher collaborations. A new
partnership was formed with Habla, the Center for Culture and Language, a lab school and
International Center based in Merida, Mexico. In August 2009, SmART Schools provided
professional development focusing on the integration of dance, theatre, music, and visual art
into K-5 science curriculum. In October 2009, a two-day Collaborative Team Leadership
Training took place, in which school culture was examined with the guidance of nationally
recognized facilitator Wendy Cohen.

¢ ROP continued the Dance program (3 sections) at Samohi this year. The goal is to
eventually offer classes at beginning, intermediate and advanced levels during the school
day, in addition to the SMC dual enroliment after-school dance classes.

The “Ballroom Madness” dance program, funded by grants, provided a 10-week, 20-lesson

ballroom dance class for all 5™ graders at Will Rogers in 2008-09. John Muir and Webster

were added in 2009-2010. A “Ballroom Madness Elementary School Dance-Off” was held at

Barnum Hall in December 2009. A team of celebrity judges rated the dance teams from

each school, and all 5" graders and their teachers from the three schools were in the

audience for support.

e P.S. Arts, a non-profit arts education organization, is funding $234,953 for Visual Arts and
Theatre programs in the four Title | schools for 2009-2010. This cooperation includes a new
partnership with Will Rogers, to provide weekly K-5 visual art instruction to ALL students all
year long. In addition, P.S. Arts will provide one day of theatre for first grade students for the
entire year. This is a $70,000 program and will be provided at no cost to Will Rogers this
year. The school will be asked to contribute up to $7,500 in 2010-2011.

¢ VH-1 Save the Music Foundation provided 75 electric guitars, amps, tuners, books and
instructional materials for guitar students at Olympic, Samohi and Malibu High.

e SMMUSD was 1 of only 6 among L.A. County’s 81 school districts to have met 4 of 5 key
indicators of a sustainable Arts Education program in 2008-09. As a result, SMMUSD was
one of only five districts in L.A. County selected to participate in three new Arts for All
initiatives for the 2009-10 school year.

o0 The Leadership Fellows Program: This program will bring three high-level leaders from
each of the 5 school districts together in a professional development setting in order to
build understanding of quality, access, and equity in arts education and to share best
practices. Our participating representatives from SMMUSD are Superintendent Tim
Cuneo, Chief Academic Officer Sally Chou, and Arts Coordinator Tom Whaley.

o Evaluation: Arts for All is working with the Griffin Center for Inspired Instruction and the
5 school districts to design and pilot a system to collect data that will address gaps in
knowledge such as the number of students engaged in arts education, the quality of
instruction and the equitable distribution of arts instruction. This data will be shared with
stakeholders and key decision makers.

o0 Developing Community Advocates: The purpose of this initiative is to bring together,
train, and develop a dynamic group of community members - parents, students,
community and civic leaders, arts organizations, and business leaders - to advocate for
and monitor the implementation of long-range plans and programs for arts education in
the school districts. Arts for LA is the lead partner in implementing this initiative

e During the 2008-09 school year, the SMMUSD Arts for All Committee, with the help of
Maureen Bradford, created an online survey to serve as a program evaluation tool for the
district’'s VAPA programs (dance, music, theatre, and visual arts). The results of that survey
were shared with the Board of Education in Fall 2009 and provided valuable information
regarding the district's VAPA programs.

In summary, support for the district’'s VAPA programs is coming from the Assistance League of
Santa Monica, Ballroom Madness, the California Arts and Music Block Grant, the City of Santa
Monica Cultural Affairs Division Arts Transportation Grants and Co-Arts Grants, the Ella
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Fitzgerald Foundation, the Gail Dorin Foundation, the Malibu Art Angels, the Margaret Cavigga
Trust, the P.S. Arts Foundation, local PTAs and Booster Clubs, SAMO4ART, the Santa Monica
Arts Parents Association, the Santa Monica City Council, the Santa Monica Kiwanis, the Santa
Monica/Malibu Education Foundation, the Santa Monica Museum of Art, the U.S. Department of
Education, VH-1 Save the Music Foundation, SMMEF For the Arts, and donations from parents
whose children have benefited from participation in the district’'s VAPA programs.

Highlight(s) to date of particular note:

e The percentage of district students enrolled in music and visual arts classes has continually
increased over the past six years.

e More students than ever before were accepted into the 2009-10 Stairway All District
Elementary Honor Band, Choir and String Orchestra. Of the 248 students participating, 30%
are from Title | schools.

e SmMART Schools continued to provide professional development and master teaching artists
for classroom teachers at the 4 Title | schools. Funded by a Department of Education Grant.

e Samohi continues to offer 3 ROP funded dance classes in addition to the SMC dual
enrollment after-school dance classes.

e Samohi is offering several ROP funded classes including Film & Video production,
Photography level 1 and level 2—4, Digital Design level 1 and level 2 -4.

e Malibu High is offering several ROP funded classes including Audio Technology,
Professional Acting and Stagecraft Technology.

¢ The “Ballroom Madness” dance program has been expanded to provide 5th graders at Will
Rogers, John Muir and Webster with a 10-week, 20-lesson ballroom dance class. Grant
Funded.

e P.S. Artsis funding $234,953 for Visual Arts and Theatre programs in the four Title | schools
for 2009-2010.

e VH-1 Save the Music Foundation provided 75 electric guitars, amps, tuners, books and
instructional materials for guitar students at Olympic, Samohi and Malibu High.

e SMMUSD is one of only five districts in L.A. County selected to participate in three new Arts
for All initiatives designed to build Leadership and understanding of quality, access, and
equity in arts education; design Evaluation systems of the quality and the equitable
distribution of arts instruction; and develop Community Advocates.

e The Arts for All committee with the help of Maureen Bradford, crafted an online survey to
evaluate VAPA programs in the district and just recently provided these results to the board.

¢ VAPA program accomplishments are in the news and coverage has increased in local
newspapers this year (The Argonaut, The LookOut News (surfsantamonica), the Malibu
Times, the Santa Monica Daily Press, the Santa Monica Dispatch, and the Santa Monica
Mirror).

Suggested direction for 2009-10:

Maintain the Board and District commitment to the 9-year Arts for All strategic plan, adopted

unanimously by the Board of Education in 2005 even if it takes us longer to achieve. Sustain

current funding allowing grants, parcel tax and fundraising to offset budget shortfall.

1. VAPA Coordinator — Maintain the VAPA Coordinator position, one of the five critical
components of a sustainable arts education program. Our district is eligible for certain grant
funding because we have an administrative level coordinator in place.

2. Music — Maintain the district-wide Elementary Music program, currently serving grades 3, 4,
and 5, which is the foundation of the entire district music program. Implement a volunteer
donation program for the use of a school instrument at all elementary schools.

3. Theatre — Maintain the current secondary Theatre programs at Malibu Middle, Malibu High,
and Samohi.

4. Visual Arts — Maintain the current secondary Visual Arts programs at JAMS, Lincoln,
Malibu, Olympic, and Samohi.

5. Dance — Maintain the current district wide 4th grade Dance program and the dance classes
at JAMS and Samohi.
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6. Scheduling — Maintain AM classes and summer school classes, especially for 9th and 10"
graders. This allows students to participate in arts classes, foreign language classes and

sports.

7. Facilities — Ensure that any VAPA facilities built with Measure BB funds are constructed
according to national Opportunity-to-Learn Standards for Arts Education and the district’s
own VAPA facilities guidelines, adopted in 2000.

Budgetary Implications:

No increase in spending at this time, since additional funding is not
available. A voluntary donation for music instrument use program could generate up to

$50,000.00.

Any decrease in county regional occupational program (ROP) funding would severely impact
arts instructions at the high schools.

Accomplishments to date this year:

The Special Education District Advisory Committee (SEDAC) advises the Board of Education to
foster understanding of how the district can best meet the needs of our diverse population of
special education students. SEDAC is currently comprised of 17 members, Staff Liaison,
Director of Special Education Dr. Sara Woolverton, and two Board Liaisons -- Oscar de la Torre
and Maria Leon-Vasquez through January 2010 and Ben Allen and Kelly Pye beginning in
February 2010. SEDAC meets monthly, on the second Tuesday of the month.

To further its knowledge base, SEDAC hosted the following staff members during the first half of
this year: Sioux Heyler, Special Education Transition Specialist; Dr. Maureen Bradford, Director

of Educational Services; Peggy Harris, Director of Curriculum and Instruction; and Santa Monica
High School Principal, Dr. Hugo Pedroza. SEDAC has enjoyed the good fortune of having Chief
Academic Officer Dr. Sally Chou attended most of our monthly meetings. This continued interest
in our work by top district administration is much appreciated.
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Under the leadership of Chair Theresa Harris and Vice-Chair Dr. Claudia Landis, SEDAC has
made significant progress towards fulfilling Board’s charges to the Committee for the 2009-2010
year. SEDAC has formed Ad Hoc Committees to assist the larger committee in meeting its
Board directed charges. Current committees are as follows:

l. Financial Ad Hoc Committee:
Members met with senior District staff, including Janece Maez, CFO, and the Financial
Oversight Committee (FOC) members numerous times over the past six months. As a result of
these meetings, district staff was able to create several reports that differentiated the Special
Education Budget from the overall district budget. In creating these reports, district staff utilized
the following criteria:
e Include Special Ed expenses and budgets only
e Be organized by categories using existing Object Codes
o Reflect historical data, comparing actual monies spent by category against original
budget amounts Compare historical data to current budget
e Extract costs against funding streams, and
e Determine which categories of expense need further analysis and allocation into sub-
categories

The Financial Ad Hoc Committee will continue to collaborate with FOC and senior
administrative staff to develop recommendations to the Board of Education.

Il. Instructional Technology Ad Hoc Committee:
This committee was formed at the request Dr. Sara Woolverton. Members met with Dr.
Woolverton and discussed the deliverables that she, in her new capacity as Director of Special
Education, considers an important priority. Recognizing that special education students have a
greater need for instructional and assistive technology than general education students, the
committee reviewed a draft inventory assessment, and made plans to test the efficacy of the
assessment with a short list of teachers before district-wide dissemination. The committee
agreed upon the following short-term goals:
e Test inventory assessment with specific schools/teachers
¢ Review the classroom technology that exists today in all District schools,
e Undertake the initial legwork of identifying area school districts and contacts at those
districts.
¢ Compare SMMUSD technology to community norms (e.g. surrounding districts), as well
as districts that are leading the way in terms of technology use in special education,
o Make recommendations based on the comparison and
o |dentify needed steps in order to achieve parity — at a minimum -- with general
education, and
¢ Educate ourselves in the topic by identifying and reading existing research studies and
enlisting the help of experts in the field for additional information.

The Instructional Technology Ad Hoc Committee continues to meet monthly.

Il Ad Hoc Committee on Transition Services:

This committee was created due to community interest related to the services provided to
special education students who are in need of transition planning (ages 16-22). The Transition
Ad Hoc Committee held its first meeting in February, and will report back to SEDAC in March.

\VA Special Ed Handbook Ad Hoc Committee:

Having completed work on updates to the Special Education Handbook in June of 2009, the
committee will be reformed in the Spring/Summer 2010 to assess the need for a revision for the
Handbook for the 2010-2011 school year.
