Proposed Budgets Affect School Funding

As we go to press, the Governor has proposed a budget that is
far more favorable to public education than we’ve seen for some
time, thanks to the strong message sent by voters in defeating
Prop 76 and also thanks to a better-than-expected economy.

If the proposed State budget is passed*, the SMMUSD expects
to be able to maintain all existing programs with some possibility
of slight enhancements next year. The increased revenues in state
funding are offset by cuts in the approved Federal budget which
decreases funding to Title | and Special Education programs by a
minimum of 30%. Some of the increases in State Revenues will
therefore be needed to offset these reductions in Federal Funding.

Santa Monica and Malibu have managed to maintain the
high quality of our public schools by developing funding
sources separate from the State. We continue to rely on voter
approved funding measures, parent donations, and funding from
the cities of Santa Monica and Malibu in the form of joint use
agreements. The proposed increase in State funding does not
begin to replace this supplemental and essential ongoing local
funding.

The PTSA will continue to monitor Federal, State, City, and
District budget decisions and how they impact our schools. We
thank our members for your continued support and advocacy.

* Please note that the proposed State budget is in the early stages
of a long process. The Federal budget, however, is completed.

When the District recently embarked on developing a plan for
what school facilities and classrooms should look like for the
next 20 years, it identiyed one group of experts that was essential
to involve — students. Accordingly, Harley Ellis Devereaux,
Concordia LLC, and Sidewalk Studio - the planning team that
is creating the plan for the the District - has begun collaborating
with our administration and students in a number of areas:

Master Facilities Plan Student Task Force — under the
direction of Dr. llene Straus and working with Concordia LLC,

a nationally known school planning yrm, 20-25 students are
receiving instruction in urban planning and community outreach
methods, and will participate in facilitating the yve public
meetings to develop the master plan.

Architecture & Engineering Interns — under the direction
of Sue Dresher and working with Harley Ellis Devereaux, one
of the most experienced school architecture yrms in the country,
headquartered in Los Angeles, 20-25 students will participate
in hands-on instruction in the methods used by professional
architects, including GIS mapping, site visits and computer
design at the architecture yrm.

Community Outreach — the Leadership class, under the
direction of Cathy Marsh, will work with Concordia to encourage
broad student participation and attendance at the public meetings
(three of which will be held on the Samohi campus), and work
with Sidewalk Studio, the marketing and communication yrm
hired for the project, to create student surveys.

Journalism Mentoring — working with Sidewalk Studio
and also with a copy-editor with the Los Angeles Times and
AP background, the staff of the Samohi newspaper will receive
instruction, mentoring and a contributing role in the reporting of
the events surrounding the development of the plan.
