Chang On Steroids

The Samo Science Bow! team
hassomeseriousexplaining to do.
Jack Daniels, a coach for rival Ar-
cadiaHigh School, noticed Samo’s
resident genius and Science Bowl
star, Xerox Chang, drinking a
mysterious, glowing liquid in an
unlabeled plastic bo le during
a March 24 competition. When
nobody was looking, the coach
took asmall sample from Chang’s
unmarked bo leand poured into
anempty bo le of hisown. “I just
hadahunch. Ithoughtitmight’ve
been Gatorade or something, but
Gatorade doesn’tusually glow, or
smell like dead ferrets,” Daniels
later explained.

Danielsgave the sampletotwo
of his Science Bow!l students for
content analysis. Alarmingly, the
bo lecontained acombination of
deca-durabolin, oxandrin, depo-
testosterone, anadrol, lion blood
and Westbrae brand soy milk.

Chang denied all allegations
against him, claiming that he had
found the bo le on the ground
and believed it was Powerade.
But members of other Science
Bowl teams that had faced Samo
in the past revealed that they had

seen Chang with the formula as
early as 2004.

Daniels turned the sample in
to local authorities on March 26.
On March 27, Samo Science Bowl
Coach Ingo Gaida suspended
Chang from competition indefi-
nitely.

“I have noticed that Xerox has
been ge ing stronger since ninth
grade,” said an Science Bowl
member who wished to remain
anonymous. “Last year, after
missing aneasy (by hisstandards)
question during a crucial match,
he ripped o his calculator wrist-
watch and threw it 90 feet.”

Chang held apressconference
on March 29, where he addressed
his use of steroids: “l see how
wrong lwas. I sincerely apologize
for any... actually, you know
what? #%&* this %@#$.
