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Description of the District
The Santa Monica-Malibu Unified School District is one of the premier school districts in the Los Angeles basin with two of its
16 schools recognized as National Blue Ribbon Schools of Excellence. The District’s standardized test scores are among the
highest in Los Angeles County. Approximately 12,000 students, in grades pre-K-12, attend the District’s ten elementary, two
middle, three high schools, and one alternative school. The District provides pre-school, extended day care and adult education
classes as well. More than 90% of the District’s high school graduates continue their education at institutions of higher learning.
The District has a General Fund budget of more than $97 million.

Opportunities for Parent Involvement
The SMMUSD governing leadership and staff believe that the involvement of parents in the educational process of their
children is an essential component of student success. Therefore, the Board of Education has adopted a policy on parental
involvement that supports multiple opportunities that provide parents a wide variety of points of connection to their child’s
school on both site and District levels.

About Our Schools
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School Facilities
The Santa Monica-Malibu Unified School District (SMMUSD)
community has passed bonds and parcel taxes to repair, renovate
and upgrade District schools. In 1990, $75 million was approved
for renovation of all District schools and construction of two
new schools. In 1998, $42 million was approved for new
construction and further repairs. These funds have been
augmented with local developer fees and State Modernization
Funds. District schools have received upgrades for seismic safety,
Americans with Disabilities Act compliance, incorporation of
technology, class size reduction and playground safety. Roofing
and HVAC systems have been repaired or replaced, lead paint
and asbestos abated, and other building systems repaired or
replaced. Consequently, safety and cleanliness have improved
significantly over the last decade.

School Safety
The Disaster Assistance Rescue Training Program (D.A.R.T.) was
first introduced into the Santa Monica-Malibu Schools in January,
1992.  Written by Battalion Chief Jim Hone of the Santa Monica
Fire Department, the program consists of twelve components
on the topics of “Disaster First Aid” and “Urban Search and
Rescue” techniques. Members of the SMFD have trained over
1,000 teachers, administrators, instructional aides, students,
custodians and Board personnel in this six hour program on first
aid and other important emergency procedures. Additionally,
each site develops a comprehensive school safety plan that
prepares staff to deal swiftly and effectively with a variety of
circumstances. The plan is reviewed annually.
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All data for this SARC, when available, were obtained from the California Basic Education Data System (CBEDS).

Discipline and Climate for Learning
It is the District’s belief that students learn best in environments
that are safe, orderly, nurturing and pleasant. These conditions
are most readily created when staff, students, parents, and
members of the community participate in crafting and
sustaining a sense of community and feeling of belonging for
all. Providing a safe environment that is conducive to learning
is supported in our schools by the consistent application of a
known and accepted policy regarding discipline. The
underlying basis of the discipline policies and related
procedures in our schools is the synthesis of principles of
accountability, respect for others, and personal responsibility
to and for oneself and the broader school community. While
the Board of Education sets all governing policies related to
student conduct, each school site develops and implements
site-specific discipline plans.
Programs and Practices that Promote
a Positive Learning Environment
Positive learning environments in SMMUSD schools are
created through the purposeful, ongoing attention to: the
promotion of excellence of the teaching staff, provision of
sufficient high quality instructional materials and equipment
to students, the improvement and maintenance of District
facilities, and the development and nurturance of respectful
communities of learners. In order to promote excellence in
the teaching staff, the District recruits and selects outstanding
teachers and provides ongoing professional development to
enhance/improve their skills. The provision of sufficient high
quality instructional materials is accomplished through the
systematic adoption, purchase and implementation of
materials, as well as long-range planning for the purchase of
equipment, such as computers and other technological
hardware. Some programs implemented in District schools
to promote, develop, and nurture a respectful community of
learners include The Peace Games, Project REACH, NCCJ
activities, and Character Education.
Suspensions and Expulsions
Principles of accountability, respect for others and personal
responsibility form the basis for the District’s understanding
about student behavior. While the District has Board approved
policies for student behavior, individual school sites establish
procedures that are developed with the participation of staff,
parents and students. Data reported by the CDE does not
differentiate between students who have been suspended for
one day and those who have been suspended for twenty days.
Neither does it differentiate between students who are
disobedient from those who have committed an assault. The
CDE SARC Advisory Committee is aware of this  and is working
to improve data reporting to allow better comparisons between
schools.

STAR 9 Report

through 11 stook part in the state’s Standardized Testing and
Reporting (STAR) Program. The Program included three
components: California Standards Tests, Stanford Achievement
Test, Ninth Edition, Form T, Spanish Assessment of Basic
Education, 2nd Edition (SABE/2).

California Standards Tests (CST)
The California Standards Tests in English-language arts,
mathematics, science, and history-social science are comprised
of items that were developed specifically to assess students’
performance on California’s Academic Content Standards. The
State Board of Education adopted these standards that specify
what all California children are expected to know and be able
to do. The Academic Content Standards are grade or course
specific. The 2002 standards tests were required for students
who were enrolled in the following grades/courses at the time
of testing or who had completed a course during the 2001-
2002 school year including 2001 summer school.

English Language Arts (ELA)
The California English-language arts standards scores are based
on 75 questions for grades 2 and 3, 90 questions for grades 5,
6 and 8-11, and 98 points for grades 4 and 7. For all grades
the California English Language Arts Standards Tests have 35
questions. An additional 40 questions for grades 2 and 3 and
55 questions for grades 4 - 11 are taken from the Stanford 9
reading and language tests. Stanford 9 spelling test questions
are also used in grades 2 - 8. Language arts experts matched
the Stanford 9 questions to California’s Academic Content
Standards and

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CST Mathematics
The California Mathematics
Standards Tests are grade specific for
grades 2 - 7. Each of these tests has
50 standards-based questions. Fifteen
(15) Stanford 9 questions are added
to the 50 questions to give standards-
based scores based on a total of 65
questions (50 + 15). Like language
arts, mathematics experts matched
the Stanford 9 questions to
California’s Academic Content
Standards and identified the 15
specific questions to be used as Math
Foundation Skills for the academic
content standards for each grade 2-
7. These questions are less rigorous
than the standards-based questions
on the California Standards Tests.
All of the California Mathematics
Standards Tests for grades 8 - 11 were
comprised of 65 standards-based
questions with no Stanford 9
questions used in the standards-based
scores.
• For the 2001-2002 school year, a
new test was added, the California
General Mathematics Standards Test.
All students in grades 8 and 9 who
had not yet completed or were not
enrolled in discipline specific,
standards-based math courses were
required to take this test.
• Students in grades 8 - 11 who had
completed or were enrolled in

The State Board of Education mandates that a physical performance test be given to each pupil in grades five, seven, and nine and
designated the Fitnessgram as the required physical performance test. For a complete copy of this report, please see http://
www.cde.ca.gov/stateTests/pe/. The Fitnessgram uses criterion-referenced standards to evaluate fitness performance. The standards
were established by the Cooper Institute for Aerobics Research to represent a level of fitness that offers some degree of protection
against diseases that result from sedentary living. Findings from current research based on the United States national norms have
been used as the basis for establishing the Fitnessgram standards. Performance is classified into two general areas: “in the
healthy fitness zone (HFZ)” and “needs improvement.” Physical fitness consists of three components: 1) aerobic capacity, 2)
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Stanford Achievement Test,
Ninth Edition, Form T

SAT I
The SAT I Reasoning Test, formerly known as the Scholastic
Assessment Test, is one of the tests available from The College
Board that students voluntarily take for college entrance. The
SAT I is designed to assess many of the skills that are important
to a student’s success in college. Students may take the test
more than once, but only the highest score is reported at the
year of graduation.

Dropout Rate and Graduation Rate
Students are identified as dropouts when
they leave school and fail to inform the
District regarding provisions they have made
for continuing their education. This definition
is consistent with that used by the California
Department of Education. Students who
leave school prior to receiving a high school diploma may enroll in another school (including continuation or alternative school),
complete a high school proficiency examination, or participate in an authorized, independent study program. Data reported
regarding progress over the most recent three-year period toward reducing dropout rates includes: grade 9-12 enrollment, the
number of dropouts, and the one-year dropout rate listed in the California Basic Educational Data System (CBEDS). The formula
for the one-year dropout rate is (Grades 9-12 Dropouts/Grades 9-12 Enrollment) multiplied by 100. Graduation rate data will be
reported after the California State Board of Education approves a graduation rate formula.

Academic Performance Index (API)
The Academic Performance Index (API) is the cornerstone of
California’s Public Schools Accountability Act (PSAA). The
purpose of the API is to measure the academic performance
and growth of schools. It is a numeric index (or scale) that
ranges from a low of 200 to a high of 1000. A school’s score
or placement on the API is an indicator of a school’s
performance level. The interim statewide API performance
target for all schools is 800. A school’s growth is measured by
how well it is moving toward that goal. Annual growth targets
for future academic improvement are determined for schools
based on the API. Schools that reach their annual targets may
be rewarded. Schools that do not meet their targets may be
eligible for interventions or subject to sanctions.
The CDE does compile Districtwide reports on the API,
however individual school scores are available on the District’s
web site at www. smmusd.org  School Accountability. More

Degree to Which Students are Prepared to Enter Workforce
The District’s high schools provide appropriate learning settings
to prepare students to enter the workforce through special
programs such as: College and Career Center, Regional
Occupational Program (ROP), Special Education and specially
funded programs such as the Alliance Program. In addition to
extensive college prep courses, these programs have elements
specifically designed for workplace preparation. The College
and Career Center engages students in internships within the
community. The ROP program places students into working
environments in conjunction with classroom learning. A major
highlight of the ROP program is our Entrepreneurial Career
Hands-On (E.C.H.O) program which engages students in
leading, managing, and operating on-campus businesses.
Special education students are connected to workplace
experiences through our Workability Program, and our Alliance
Program connects students to jobs within the City. Vocational
class offerings include: Business Education - Office, Food and
Beverage Production and Preparation, Home Economics
Related Occupations, Woodworking, Industrial & Technology
Education, Computer-aided Drafting/Design, Visual
Communications, Drafting, Visual Communications, and
Graphics.

Class Size Reduction Participation
California’s K-3 Class Size Reduction program was established
in 1996 to improve the educational program, especially in
reading and mathematics, for children in Kindergarten and
grades one through three.
Incentive funding is provided
to participating school districts
for the purpose of
implementing an average
pupil-teacher ratio of twenty
to one in up to four grade
levels.

Quality and Currency of Textbooks
The District adopts basic textbooks and instructional materials
for students in grades K-8 in compliance with the adoption
cycle of the State Department of Education. Textbooks and
instructional materials are reviewed and selected by ad hoc
committees consisting of teachers, administrators, parents and/
or community members. Textbooks for students in grades 9-
12, which are also approved and adopted by the Board of
Education, meet the curricular requirements of each course.
Subject matter teachers and department chairs meet on a
continuing basis to evaluate and make recommendations for
textbook adoptions. Students in all of our schools have access
to all basic and supplemental textbooks, as well as other
instructional materials in sufficient quantity to effectively
support the schools’ instructional programs and promote
student learning and achievement. At each of our schools,
additional resources (materials, supplies and equipment) are
provided to support the instructional program. These resources
are generally funded through categorical funds, such as School
Improvement (SI), Title I, and Title VI; grants from the state,
such as AB3482, The Santa Monica-Malibu Education
Foundation, and other agencies, as well as community and
local school efforts.

Instruction , Leadership
and Currurriculum Improvement
The District is committed to improving the curriculum in its
schools. The Central Office structure, as well as the work and
training of principals, have been restructured to support a
greater focus on improved instruction. Current work at school
centers on aligning instructional programs and practices with
state frameworks and content standards. At the heart of this
improvement work is a focus on the principles of learning.
Staffs are currently using the lens of these principles to work
collaboratively to ensure that all students meet or exceed
standards. To monitor the effects of a school’s improvement
work, sites participate in walkthroughs. An important tool in a
school’s improvement effort is the systematic analysis of
student work and data. Examining and analyzing data in its
disaggregated form allows staff to monitor the progress of
subgroups of students including English Language Learners
(ELL) and Title I (additional support funding for low-income
and disadvantaged families), as well as to identify under-
performing students. Students who have been identified as
under-performing participate in targeted intervention before
or after school and/or during the summer.

Teacher Longevity and Level of Education
The Santa Monica-Malibu Unified School District is highly regarded among teachers both nationwide and locally for its long
history of success, its salubrious climate and its continued deep community support. Many highly qualified applicants apply
annually and many of our teachers graduated from our high schools. The table below shows the educational level of our
teaching staff and their longevity with the District.

Technology
The Santa Monica-Malibu Unified School District will prepare students for life in
the information age. Through effective and creative use of multi-media,
telecommunication, computer and other related technologies to facilitate learning,
students will build a working foundation of knowledge and prepare for future success.

The Santa Monica-Malibu Unified School District continues to provide rich resources
to all school sites. Filtered Internet access, on-line electronic resources, multimedia
computers in every classroom, 100% District Internet connectivity, well managed
school libraries, school web sites, and after school hours access to computers are
a few resources that are available to all children in the School District. SMMUSD has set high standards in technology for all
students and teachers. To support the vision, the Board of Education approved the Technology Use Plan that includes technology
standards for all students. These goals address technology use, access, curriculum integration, training, depth, partnerships, and
ethics and include:

Instructional Time and Minimum Days
Education Code section EC 46201 requires overall instructional minutes according to grade level for the school year: 36,000
minutes for Kindergarten; 50,400 minutes for grades 1 to 3 inclusive; 54,000 minutes for grades 4 to 8, inclusive; and 64,800
minutes for grades 9 to 12, inclusive. All schools in the District exceed these standards. Each site considers these requirements
when scheduling minimum days to insure that standards are maintained or exceeded. Minimum days allow teachers and
administrators to collaborate on curriculum and instructional issues, to review school goals and progress in meeting those
goals. Minimum days also provide school staff the opportunity to prepare for special educational programs, parent conference
and school and District sponsored events.

Percent Fully Credentialed Teachers is the percent of teachers
who hold a full credential. It excludes teachers in their
assignment based on an emergency credential, a waiver, or
because they are in an intern program. Please note that interns
and teachers with a waiver or emergency credential may legally
provide direct instruction to students. FTE: Full-Time Equivalent
is the percentage of time a staff member works represented

 as a decimal. A full-time person is 1.00, a half-time person is
.50 and a quarter-time person is .25. Administrators are
certificated employees who are not teachers or pupil services
personnel. Administrators include principals, assistant
principals, program directors or coordinators, and other
certificated staff not providing direct services to students. A
classified employee is an employee of a school district, in a
position not requiring certification (a teacher). The classified
staff data are collected in three subgroups, with an individual
staff member counted in only one of the subgroups. The
“Paraprofessional” subgroup includes teaching assistants,
teacher aides, pupil services aides, and library aides. The
“Office/Clerical” staff are those with clerical or administrative
support duties, such as a school secretary. The “Other”
subgroup includes all the remaining non-certificated staff, such
as custodians, bus drivers, and cafeteria workers. The numbers
of classified staff do not include preschool, adult education,
or Regional Occupation Program classified employees. The
data are not collected in a manner that will allow full-time
equivalent (FTE) reporting. Pupil services personnel are
certificated employees who provide direct services to students
but are not teachers. Pupil services employees include
counselors, nurses, psychologists, social workers, research
specialists, speech specialists and other medical personnel.
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Professional Development
During 2000-2001, the District provided three staff-
development days to all schools and all teachers and student
support personnel participated in a variety of workshops to
improve their skills. Programs are also held during the day,
after school, on weekends, and in the summer. Staff
development activities and curriculum improvement efforts
are aligned with the District goals and state curriculum
frameworks. A clearly articulated curriculum is provided for
all students K-12. Special programs, such as Gifted And
Talented Education (GATE), Special Education and Bilingual

Education offer additional resources to insure that teachers
are prepared to provide instruction so that special-need
students are successful in the core curriculum. Our plan is to
continue focusing curriculum improvement efforts on the
subjects most recently addressed at the state level to reach
the standards stated in each curriculum area.

Teachers are assigned to instruct classes within their
credentialed authorizations. Credentials are registered with
the Los Angeles County Superintendent’s Office during the
employment process for new applicants.

Substitutes
SMMUSD employs over 100 substitute teachers Districtwide.
Though quality substitute teachers are typically in short supply
throughout California, SMMUSD has been fortunate to have
a sufficient candidate pool of substitutes. When required, many
of our substitutes have assumed long term teaching
assignments allowing seamless disruption of instruction. The
District enjoys a positive, mutual relationship with a number
of regular substitutes who specifically request our schools and
who are requested, as well, by our teachers.

All applications for substitute teachers are paper-screened and
qualified candidates are scheduled for interviews with school
and District administrators. Candidates who are recommended
for hire must then successfully complete a ten-hour course
designed specifically for substitute teachers. Final candidates
are then placed in the SMMUSD substitute pool.

Teacher Evaluations
Non-tenured teachers are evaluated each year with three
formal observations in the first year and two in subsequent
years. Goals are established, observations validate progress
toward these goals and periodic conferences with the
evaluating administrator guide instructional work. Once a
teacher is tenured, and teaches five successful years he or she
becomes eligible for a professional growth cycle of evaluation.
All teachers participate in a formal evaluation on a regular
basis to ensure effective instructional practice, classroom
management and professional growth. Professional
development takes place on a regular basis and may begin
with several conference days before the opening of the school
year or routine monthly meetings for the entire staff, one for
each department and one for interdisciplinary teams. In
addition, collaborative planning meetings occur so that
department members can focus on improving instructional
strategies, developing curriculum, reviewing assessments and
analyzing student work.

Since
the current expense figure excludes food services, faci li ti es, acquisi tion and construction, and
certain other expenditures, the current expense per ADA amount is lower than the total expenditure
per ADA shown in the preceeding table on the left.

Additional Compensation for Administrators
All administrators get health benefits that, on average, cost
the district about $6,600 per year. The District does not
contribute into any pension plan for employees. The
Superintendent receives a $6,000 per anum allowance for
mileage reimbursement.
