They trace the rise of democratic
ideas and develop an
understanding of the historical
roots of current world issues,
especially as they pertain to
international relations.

= U.S. History

The course is a chronological
and thematic survey course in
the United States covering the
time period from the Colonial
Era (1607) to contemporary
America (present). The primary
focus of the course will be upon
the experiences and people of
the twentieth century examining
the major turning points in
American history.
