IMPORTANT INFORMATION FOR MONDAY 11/4 and TUESDAY 11/5:

downstairs. Any student who needs to come in through        the office will need to      
come in via the upstairs door near Ms. Tania Jolly. They will then be able to             
access the attendance office using the stairs. This is in efforts to keep our          
students separate from the adult voters in line for the polls.         

•  Student safety:  Dr. Almeida, Mr. Schellenberg, and Ms. Johnson will be in the            
lobby throughout the day, along with a member of our Security Team. The Los          
Angeles County Sheriffs will be outside of the building, providing support to our          
school.
